Judging Criteria: Overall Design

Craftsmanship
Practicality/Wearability
Marketability

All entries must be the designer’s own origi-
nal concept, produced within 18 months of
the competition deadline and never before
entered in competition. Other individuals
may be involved in the production of the
piece; however the designer will be recog-
nized for this contest.

All entries must be produced by an employee
of an IJA member store or Associate mem-
ber. CAD pieces are welcome.

There is a $35 fee for each entry, with each
entry having a separate entry form. Please
make copies if necessary. Add $15, if not
attending conference, requiring piece be
returned by secure shipper.

Only precious metals and genuine stones
may be used in the professional categories.
Students may use non-precious metals and
synthetic stones.

All entries must be made in accordance with
industry standards.

Commercial findings, such as heads and
prong settings, may be used to set gem-
stones, but commercially made ornamental
elements and ring shanks may not be used.
Any design composed primarily of commer-
cially made parts will not qualify as an origi-
nal design.

Each designer is limited to one entry per
category.

Winners will be announced and design
pieces displayed on Saturday night at the
2010 Annual Conference. Attendees will
also vote on a People’s Choice award.

Entries must be received by the 8/6/10
deadline to be included in the contest.
